RT 100 – User’s manual
Installation

Connecting the handset to the phone - Connect one end of the spiral cable to the connector on the bottom of the handset and the other end of the connector located on the left side of the telephone.

Connecting the phone to the telephone line - To connect the phone to the phone line, connect one end of the cable to the connector of the telephone line input and connect the other end to the connector from service provider.
OPERATIONS
Redialing to the last dialed number - Lift the handset and wait for the dial tone then press the REDIAL key. The last number will be automatically dialed.
FLASH – Flash is a feature of telephony systems which is equivalent to placing and removing the hook quickly. The phone is programmed from the factory with 300 ms flash time, suitable for use in the public network and in most PBX exchanges.

-> Press the FLASH button to use this function.

PAUSE - While dialing a number, press the PAUSE key to insert a pause of approximately 3 seconds. This key may be used in PBX applications.
MUTE - During the conversation, you can disconnect temporarily the microphone, so the person with whom you speak he/she can not hear your voice. To turn on the MUTE, press and hold MUTE key during conversation.

Pulse / Tone Dialing - This telephone set allows you to program in TONE or

PULSE, according to the line to which it is connected. You can change the dialing mode between Pulse and Tone. To do this, use the switch near the letters P and T, where P stands for Pulse and T means Tone.
Bell Volume Control - The unit has three volume levels. 'Hi' means high, 'Lo' means low and 'OFF' is turned off.
EVENTUAL PROBLEMS: Check all telephone cables. Check if the problem is with the phone line, with cables or with the telephone.
The phone has noise: Check all telephone cables (handset telephone line). There is a problem with the telephone line, cables broken or worn. Factors such as rain or high winds may also cause noise.

GENERAL INFORMATION

1. For your own safety, avoid using the phone in place with excessive heat and humidity.
2. Position the phone at least one meter away from equipment such as, cordless phones or TV. These equipments may cause interference in the phone.
